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Feast of the Immaculate Conception

Mass Obligation 

The Feast of the Immaculate Conception is on December 8, which this year falls on a Saturday. Please note that the obligation to attend Mass is not lifted (as with other Holy Days) for the Feast of the Immaculate Conception. Thus, the faithful must fulfill this obligation by attending Mass for the Holy Day (either Friday vigil or Saturday), and they must fulfill their Sunday Mass obligation (either Saturday vigil or Sunday).
CELEBRATING THE SEASON OF ADVENT

What is the Advent wreath?  The Advent wreath is one of our most popular Advent traditions.  Its origin is in pre-Christian Germany and Scandinavia, where the people gathered to celebrate the return of the sun after the winter solstice.  The circular wreath made of evergreens with four candles interspersed represented the circle of the year and the life that endures through the winter.  As the days grew longer, people lit candles to offer thanks to the “sun god” for the light.  For us, the lighting of the Advent candles represents the promise of the coming of Jesus, the light of the world.

USCCB PASTORAL LETTER ON RACISM

The US Conference of Catholic Bishops released a Pastoral Letter on Racism approved during the fall general meeting at Baltimore.  The letter, titled “Open wide our hearts: the enduring call to love—a pastoral letter against racism,” passed by a vote of 243 to 3, with one abstention, during the bishop’s assembly.  The letter intends to combat the scourge of racism in the hearts and minds of the faithful.  Bishop Shelton Fabre of Houma-Thibodaux, Louisiana, Knights of Peter Claver National Chaplain and chairman of the US Bishop’s Ad Hoc Committee Against Racism, was instrumental in the overwhelming support for the letter by his fellow bishops.  Bishop Fabre said the letter encourages “honest self-reflection” by individuals and the Church and addresses racism “in a broad sense” as it affects various races and ethnicities, including Native Americans, African Americans, Hispanics, and immigrant groups.
