WHAT MAKES IT A PARISH “PASTORAL” COUNCIL AND NOT JUST A PARISH COUNCIL
     Parish Pastoral Councils are to help the pastor or parish life coordinator foster pastoral activity. When the Code of Canon Law limited the scope of pastoral councils, it freed councils from being responsible for every issue in a parish, from organizing bazaars to authorizing contracts for repair work, from maintaining organizations and calendars to running fundraisers.  Now the agenda of the council is primarily to research, consider, and propose for action those matters considered to be truly pastoral. 

     This means its purpose shifted in a fundamental way.  A parish council was a group of people who were leaders of separate activities, gathering to report on what they had done and handling the latest crisis, like how to get a leaky roof fixed.  In contrast, a parish pastoral council is a leadership group that uses prayer and discernment to create a vision for the parish.  It is a planning body, rather than a group of do-ers.  Rather than concerning themselves with the politics of parish life and winning others over to their side, council members listen to as many people as possible to reach a point of consensus based in the wisdom of the Holy Spirit.  A parish pastoral council is very different from what usually counts as leadership!
