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Our parish has been focusing on issues of peace and justice. What are the principles
that guide decision making and social morality?

There are seven principals of Catholic social teaching that guide our sense of social morality.
These seven key points are the hallmarks of a just society, moral laws, and good leadership.
They help shape our social “conscience” and lead us to choose those things that characterize
social justice. They are 1) respect for the life and dignity of the human person; 2) call to
family, community, and participation; 3) rights and responsibilities; 4) a preferential option
for the poor; 5) the dignity of work and the rights of workers; 6) solidarity; and 7) care for
God’s creation.

Catholic social teaching has had a great influence in our history and continues to guide us
well. We must value every person in all walks of life, but especially those who are weak,
vulnerable, and least able to defend themselves. We cannot justify the ends with the means,
so no life can ever be sacrificed for the sake of another. The basic necessities of life cannot
be denied someone: food, shelter, clothing, and medical care. We can and must find ways to
put into practice the Gospel values we preach and proclaim, so that all people can know and
experience God’s love for them. That might be the greatest principle of all!

Evil, human error, conflict, or the consequence of sin can cause tragedy, pain, and suffering.

In short, God never abandons us,
and through tragedy and disaster, walks with us. Where there is evil, one always finds grace. In
grace, we find hope; and in hope, we find our comfort.

“All good giving and every perfect gift are from above, coming down from the Father of lights... Humbly welcome the word that has been planted in you and is able to save your souls. Be doers of the word and not hearers only, deluding yourselves. Religion that is pure and undefiled before God and the Father is this: to care for the orphans and widows in their affliction and to keep yourself unstained by the world.”
As we reflect on the word each week, we are encouraged to not just hear or read, but to decide how it directs me to  live it and put  it into practice. From the first page of the bible, care for the oppressed, widows and orphans was a key measure for being a  faithful person. The history of the church celebrates the heroes who reached out to the needy, beginning in the Acts of the Apostles. Saints like Vincent de Paul, Mother Katherine Drexler, saw needs and acted upon them.

In his exhortation ‘Rejoice and Be Glad’ Pope Francis indicates that the Beatitudes are our identity card. So, if anyone asks, ‘What must I do to be a good Christian?’, the answer is clear. We have to do each in our own way what Jesus told us in the Sermon on the Mount. Saint James and Pope Francis tell us ‘we are a people of the beatitudes’.
