Notice Regarding Reporting Sexual Abuse of a Minor

It is the policy of the Diocese of Scranton to report any allegation of sexual abuse of a minor to law enforcement.  If you are a victim of sexual abuse committed by a priest, deacon, religious or lay employee or volunteer of the Diocese of Scranton, you are encouraged to immediately report the matter to law enforcement.  If any priest, deacon, religious, lay employee or volunteer of the Diocese of Scranton has cause or reason to suspect that a minor has been subjected to any form of abuse, including child sexual abuse, the matter will be reported to law enforcement.  In accordance with the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania’s Child Protective Service Laws, reports of suspected child abuse should also be made immediately by phone to the 24-Hour Child Abuse hotline (ChildLine) at 1-800-932-0313 or electronically at www.compass.state.pa.us/cwis.
It is also the policy of the Diocese to adhere to all civil and state regulations.  To this end, the Diocese is equally committed to adhering to the norms of the Code of Canon Law and to upholding the tenets of the USCCB Charter for the Protection of Children and Young People, which includes supporting victims of sexual abuse in their pursuit of emotional and spiritual well-being.  As such, information regarding an allegation of sexual abuse of a minor should also be reported to the Victim Assisstance Coordinator Mary Beth Pacuska at 570-862-7551 or to Diocesan officials, including the Vicar General, Monsignor Thomas M. Muldowney, V.G., at 570-207-2269.
AD HOC COMMITTEE AGAINST RACISM FORMED

This committee was formed by Cardinal Daniel DiNardo, President of the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops, after the recent shocking events in Charlottesville, VA.  Bishop George V. Murry, SJ, of the Diocese of Youngstown was appointed as the Ad Hoc Committee’s first chairman. The Committee will focus on addressing the sin of racism in our society, and even in our Church, as well as the urgent need to come together to find solutions.  “Recent events have exposed the extent to which the sin of racism continues to afflict our nation,” Cardinal DiNardo said in a statement.  “The establishment of this new ad hoc committee also will “welcome and support” implementation of the US bishops’ new pastoral letter on racism, expected to be released in 2018.  Creation of a new formal body that is a part of the USCCB speaks to how serious the US Catholic Church leaders take the problem of racism in America today. This committee follows the conclusion of the work of the Peace in Our Communities Task Force formed in 2016.  Archbishop Wilton D. Gregory of Atlanta, one of the nation’s African-American prelates who was the first black Catholic bishop to be president of the USCCB (2201-2004) was named to lead this task force.  The task force’s mandate was to explore ways of promoting peace and healing around the country.  The task force wanted the bishops to look for ways they could help the suffering communities, as well as police affected by the incidents.
